Arrival & Check In: 5:30 PM – 6:30 PM August 2,2024, Activities will begin after the Welcome 

Assembly and Costume Contest at 7 PM. You will receive a schedule for 

the weekend and your sleeping assignments during check-in. Counselors 

will be available to help you find your cabin, participants will need to 

bring their luggage to the campsite. No cars will be allowed to go to the 

units. 

Paperwork: Each adult and child require a completed  Personal Health and Medical 

Form.   

Departure & Check-Out:  4:00 PM August 3, 2024, Luggage service will be available for those 

moved out of their units by lunchtime.  

Camp Shop:  The Trading Post will be available during check-in from 5:30PM to 

7:00PM!  

General Information 

Camp Staff:  Camp staff are here to help! They will be running your activities during 

your stay at camp. Feel free to ask them questions. They have been 

through training on safety, Girl Scouts, program activities, and fun.  

Caregivers:  Caregivers are responsible for monitoring and supervising their 

camper(s) while at camp.

Dietary Restrictions: If anyone in your group has a food allergy or dietary restriction, please 

contact Customer Care at customercare@gsneo.org  a minimum of two 

weeks prior to Just Us Girls. 

Group Accommodations:  Groups will be arranged by age, taking into considerations sibling 

groups. Parties from the same troop/ buddy requests, will be kept 

together as much as possible. You will be sharing cabins or tents with 

other Girl Scout Families.  

Program Information 

Participants will have the opportunity to participate in programs geared to the needs of their group. 

Facilitators evaluate groups and adjust programs to the age-level and experience of the girls. No 

refunds or adjustments to your registration are allowed for a program schedule that is not what you 

expected.  

Welcome Assembly:  This is your opportunity to meet all the staff and learn some songs before 

heading off to stations for the evening!  This will be at Edgewater 

Program Center at 7PM. This will also be the time to show off your

• Kayaks and Corcls (Junior & up)  

Additional programs may have age restrictions based on skill level. 

Weather Note: As Ohio’s summertime weather can be unpredictable, if there are 

thunderstorms in the area some activities may be canceled or delayed, and 

alternative activities offered.
