Summary: A Low Ropes Course is a challenging outdoor personal development and team building activity. By
using cables, ropes, and wooden beams strung among trees or poles, teams of girls explore risk taking, leadership,
physical challenges, and communication. Low ropes facilitators are trained adults who lead teams of girls through
the low ropes courses available at each of the three camp properties. The Low Ropes Instructor will teach
volunteers to safely facilitate the Low Ropes program with girls with a focus on teambuilding, MESH, and problem
solving.

Position Supported By: Reports to the Qutdoor Girl Experience Coordinator. Additional support provided by a
combination of staff and volunteers including the Outdoor Girl Experience Manager and Girl Experience
Department.

Responsibilities:

e Teach 6-hour in person classes to prospective Low Ropes Program Facilitators at least twice a year.

e Keep current by leading Low Ropes programs for girls at least twice a year at GSNEO properties.

¢ Read, understand, and be guided by the Low Ropes Facilitator Manual.

e Prepare for and deliver Girl Scout program in assigned location as prescribed in course curriculum.

o Inspect all elements and surrounding environment for any potential hazard before and after program and
record in facilitator binder.

e Support positive participation with girls, parents/guardians, and other volunteers.

e Communicate by phone and electronically with volunteers and staff.

e Maintain required documentation/reports for all programs and events.

e Represent the council at all times in a positive and professional manner.

e Be familiar with and follow the required health and safety practices.

¢ Exhibit nondiscriminatory attitudes and behavior in all internal and external working relationships.

Must have at least 3 years of
experience in Low Ropes or Outdoor Education. Must arrange to shadow Low Ropes Instructor until approved
to lead classes.
